assessed ‘little and often’. The guidelines above are a starting point. There may be some weeks in which 

boys do not get as much ‘set’ work. However, there is always work to be done; consolidation, planning 

and organisation can always be used to fill the time available to them, as well as extension work. 

Equally, revision should not be seen as something to just do at the end of the course, but rather as an 

on-going process, supporting incremental learning throughout the year.  

 

The Middle School  

Boys in the Middle School typically study 9 or 10 subjects and should expect homework of some kind 

in each subject, each week. Typically, they can expect to spend 60-90 minutes per GCSE subject each 

week. 

As with the Upper School, if boys are not ‘set’ as much work in any given week, they should use that 

newly available time to consolidate past learning and to test themselves, as well as to read ahead.
